And you can see some of my farm animals. The most important thing in the picture however, is resting in the bed of my truck and it’s a bed, also. Yes, that is an important object on our story and I’ll let you find that out as you follow along with our storyteller. We will begin today’s tale, which is titled ‘Move over!’ in just a moment. As the storyteller’s reading, I want you to follow along looking at all of the pictures and words. Whenever you hear this sound, [Dililing doong], it’s your signal to turn the page. Now, from the cover of your book, let’s begin.

‘The animals looked in the door an said,’ Then you’ll say what is inside of the speech marks, like this. “The farmers brought home a new water bed!” And you need to say these words like an animal character. The speech marks are those two little marks at the beginning and ending of a sense that tells us when someone has been speaking. There are speech marks on almost every page. Now, turn back to the title page and let’s begin.
