In fact, it looks rather stormy, and you know what? The name of our story is “One Stormy Night.” In just a few moments, a storyteller will join us and read our tale for today. I want you to follow along, looking at the pictures and words, making sure to turn the pages in your book, each time you hear this sound. [Diling doong] Now, right from the cover, let’s begin.

Were you scared, boys and girls? Or did you know it was the cat coming up the stairs? I’ll tell you what, I was scared. I didn’t know if it was a robber, a monster, or what? Pay particular attention to the words in our story this time, and try and read as many of them as you can right along with our storyteller. Now, from the title page, let’s read.

Great job of reading, everyone! You’re becoming excellent readers. Since you are so familiar with the story, I’m going to ask you to participate in the story one more time. This time, you are going to be in charge of making the sound effects. You might have noticed those funny words in your book, words like ‘woo’ and ‘hoo’ and ‘swish’. These are words that may not have a particular meaning, but add the sound effects telling us for instance, the sound the wind might make, or the sound of a raindrop as it falls into a puddle of water. There are many such words in today’s story and whenever they appear in the story, I want you to say them right along with our storyteller with lots of dramatic action. Turn to page 4 in your book, and I’ll show you what I mean. Ok. On page 4, the storyteller will say, “Out in their street, the wind went,” then you’ll say, with lots of action, “Woooo Woooo Wooooo”, just like the wind. These sound effect words will not appear on every page, but you can look for them on pages 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11,13 and on the last page, number 16. Understand? Great. Remember, if you miss some you can rewind the tape and start over. Now, turn to the title page of your book, and we can get started.
