On page 3, you’ll hear me say “Make me some soup, or I’ll hit you with my bommy-knocker.” Then the narrator will say ” he said to the people.” You’ll say what is inside of speech marks. As you may know, speech marks tell us when someone is speaking. So on page 3, you’ll say what I say. Do you see the two little marks at the beginning and the ending of my speech? Good. Those are speech marks. That is your clue to speak along with the actors. There are many places throughout our story which have speech marks, so you’ll have to pay attention. Now, let’s turn back to the title page and get started.
