And in just a moment, a storyteller will read our tale for today and many of your questions will be answered. We are going to begin right here on the cover of your book and I want you to follow along with our storyteller, looking at all of the pictures and words. As we go along, listen for this sound. [Dililing doong]. This will be your signal to turn the page. All right. Now keep a smile on your face and let’s get started.

And a sign that says ‘Super Smile Shop’. This time, as we read, I want you to follow along closely with our actors. Read as many of the words in our story as you can. Pay close attention to the way the words sound in our story because when you return, I’ll have challenging and fun thing for you to do. Remember. As a help, listen for this sound. [Dililing doong]. And turn the page each time you hear it. Now, big smiles! And from the title page, let’s begin.

There will be plenty of time to turn the pages and to go between the pages so don’t worry. If you get lost, just start again when the actors start and you’ll be right on time. Once again, we’ll begin with the title page. And the chat will begin on page 2. Now, everyone put on your biggest smile and we’ll begin.
