Move your hand back and forth, like you’re washing something as you say “Wishy-Washy, Wishy-Washy”. On the page 2 in your book, I’ll show you what I mean. All right! Everyone is on page 2. “It’s Wishy-Washy day,” said Mrs. Wishy-Washy. And you’ll say “Wishy-Washy, Wishy-Washy” and move your hand like you’re scrubbing something. Understand? Good. This will be fun. Now, turn back to the title page and we’ll begin.
